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For suspected uncontrolled thoracic or
abdominal bleeds, administer 1 gr of TXA. If
signs of shock, administer 2 units freeze-
dried plasma.

Utilize tourniquet and/or pressure
dressing to stop all bleeding. If signs
of shock, administer 1 gm of TXA
and 2 units freeze-dried plasma.
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STOP!
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No freeze-dried plasma available
Are signs of shock still present
Prepare for whole blood transfusion.

If tolerated by patient consider
PO resuscitation with
pharmaceutical grade

electrolyte.
